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1. Overview

Established in 1997, Ton Duc Thang University is growing from a small school to a large institution with many areas of expertise. The university has 27,500 students including graduate students, undergraduates, and students in technical and vocational training programs. Every year, the school produces 2,500 graduates, 60 percent of whom hold B.A.’s and B.Sc.’s.
The university headquarter is in Ho Chi Minh City, Vietnam. There are five other campuses, located in different parts of the country.

2. Campuses

In 2008, construction began for 3 new campuses: the Tan Phong campus in District 7 of Ho Chi Minh City, the Nha Trang campus in Khanh Hoa province, and the Bao Loc campus in Lam Dong campus. In particular, Tan Phong campus, finished in 2010, is now the university headquarter, providing training facilities for 30,000 students as well as lodgings for 3,000 students.

In total, the university has 6 campuses: 4 in Ho Chi Minh City (1 in District 7, 2 in Binh Thanh District, and 1 in District 1), 1 in Nha Trang City, Khanh Hoa province, and 1 in Bao Loc Town, Lam Dong province.
2.1. Library System

The library system has 900 computers, all connected to the internet. New books and other specialized materials are added yearly.

2.2. Centers

Ton Duc Thang has 7 centers, 6 of which are for providing assistances in different fields of studies. The remaining center is for student services.

5. Financial Aids and Employment Opportunities

Since 1999, the university maintains an annual scholarship program, with an annual budget of more than 1 billion VND. The program delivers awards that are merit-based or need-based. The university also gives out loans (about 400 million VND per year) to needy students. 

Students are provided with assistance in job searching by the Youth Union, the Student Sponsoring Association, Ton Duc Thang Alumni Association, as well as many annual workshops and career fairs. 
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
